D.  Description of the target population you plan to serve and how this population will benefit from the project.

E.  Description of method to assure that participants will be primarily low/moderate income beneficiaries.

F.  Relevant demographic information or statistics to illustrate the need for your project in the community.

G.  Strategies you will employ to implement your project.

H.  The project’s collaborative relationships with other organizations working to meet the same needs or address the same problem.

I.  Statement as to whether or not your organization was a participant in the City of Bridgeton’s Community Development Block Grant Program in the past.  If so, was the project or purpose fulfilled, i.e. have prior funding allocations been expended or obligated?
NOTE: Non-compliance with conditions of prior funding allocations may be cause for disapproval of requests for new funding.
